ABOUT THE COLLEGE
Smt. Sushma Swaraj College began modestly in a Government school building in 2018 and relocated to its current site in Sector 2, Ballabgarh in March 2023. Within a short span of 7 years, the college has evolved significantly and is now a preferred destination for the young girls of Faridabad district seeking quality higher education. 
The total area of the college campus is 6 acres with the covered area 1 lakh sq. ft.
